Privacy Policy

RAC does not sell or otherwise use for gain the name or contact information of any club member or
anyone else who contacts the club. All participation is voluntary and may be halted at any time. If you do
not wish to participate in the future, let us know.

Copyright and Fair Use of Materials

One of RAC’s cornerstone missions is outreach to, and education of, the public regarding astronomy. As
such, all copyrighted material contained herein is provided under United States Copyright Fair Use laws
and regulations. According to the U.S. Copyright Office, the key factors determining fair use are:

e The purpose and character of the use, including whether such use is of commercial nature or is for
nonprofit educational purposes.

¢ The nature of the copyrighted work [e.g. whether it is fiction or non-fiction, the latter usually
being more suitable for fair use].

¢ The amount and substantiality of the portion used in relation to the copyrighted work as a whole.

e The effect of the use upon the potential market for, or value of, the copyrighted work.

The website of the Legal Information Institute of Cornell University Law School states that “fair use of a
copyrighted work [in accord with the criteria defined above] is not an infringement of copyright.” As a
nonprofit club with a mission that includes public education and outreach, RAC’s reproduction of
copyrighted material is done for educational purposes.
